3. Service: 25 hours required. These hours must be completed June 1- December 1 of the
current school year.

10 hours to church-

4. Leadership: Current active involvement in two or more clubs, sports or organizations.

In January of the current school year, junior and senior students who meet the above criteria
may apply for admission into the SHG chapter of NHS. The completed applications will be
reviewed by a five person faculty council to ensure applicants demonstrate outstanding
scholarship, character, service and leadership.

Those invited to join the SHG chapter of NHS will sign a statement acknowledging their
acceptance. While an active member of NHS, students are expected to participate in peer
tutoring and other service projects as designated by the NHS faculty advisor. Those who fail to
meet the outlined expectations will have membership revoked.
